The doctor simply takes a sample of cells from
the cervix and sends a slide to the laboratory.

FACT: Cervical cancer is a common cancer and is
preventable. It is 99% curable if discovered
very early. Pap tests are used to detect the
disease and can save your life.

FACT: Cervical cancer can be asymptomatic.
A woman can have cancer without knowing it.
A Pap test can tell you if your cervix is normal
or not. If it is not normal, the earlier cancer
is found, the easier it is to cure.
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
